Conditional Discharge and Statutory Bar to Benefits

A Veteran’s character of discharge (COD) must be under other than dishonorable conditions to
establish eligibility for Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) benefits based on that individual’s
military service. However, there are situations in which an individual would be eligible for VA
benefits, even though the COD was something other than honorable, One such situation would
be if the VA determines that the individual qualifies for a conditional discharge.

VA considers the satisfactory completion of one contracted period of enlistment while serving on
a subsequent contracted period of service under a new enlistment to be a conditional discharge.
An individual can establish eligibility to VA benefits under 38 U.S.C. 101(18) when that
individual enlists or reenlists prior to the completion of a period of active service.

If the period of active service for which the individual was obligated to serve is satisfactorily
completed, eligibility to VA benefits is established. The individual can be entitled to VA benefits
under 38 U.S.C. 101(18) even if:

« the subsequent discharge was under dishonorable or other than honorable conditions, or

* a statutory bar exists for entitlement to benefits for the later period of service.

A DD Form 214 may show that an individual served one continuous period of service, and that
the COD was under conditions other than honorable. Before jumping to the conclusion that the
individual has no eligibility to VA benefits, keep in mind that enlistment contracts generally
range from three to six years. Therefore, development should be undertaken to determine if
conditional discharge requirements are met."
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
